HISTORY:  Years ago, fire observers once watched over the Catskill forests from some 23 towers, searching 

for signs of forest fires. Today, only 5 steel towers remain in the 1,102 square-mile Catskill Park.  
 

DIFFICULTY:  Hikes range from “kinda” easy to “gosh darn” tough. Red Hill is a great beginner choice. 
 

MAPS:  The NY/NJ Trail Conference produced a special brochure for each firetower, with a trail map and 

hiking guidelines.

PASSPORT:  On weekends, some Fire Towers have volunteers at the summit or covered cans where you can 

get a fire tower card that proves you have been there. Get one and fill it out!  If this is not available, just simply 

fill out the Passport.
